A highlight work from Kano Curates is Jadé Fadojutimi’s Myths of 

Pleasure. One of London’s most exciting young artists, last year Jadé 

Fadojutimi became the youngest artist ever to have their work included 

in the Tate’s collection. Well known for her colourful and textured large-

scale paintings which embrace both abstraction and figuration, 

Fadojutimi’s work explores identity and memory. Since graduating 

from the RCA in 2017, Fadojutimi’s work has been exhibited around 

the world, more recently in an exhibition at Hayward Gallery which is 

on view now, with solo exhibitions to follow later this year at Hepworth 

Wakefield and the ICA Miami, and in 2022 at Fondazione Sandretto Re 

Rebaudengo.
